This matrix is designed to assist in the
resolution of claims adjudication and claims questions related to those services authorized by
MIA. The “Allowable Billed Groupings” is meant to outline that if a given procedure is authorized,
that any one of the listed procedure codes could be submitted on a claim representing that
service. This assumes that the member is eligible at the time of the service, that appropriate
rebundling rules are applied, that the claim includes an appropriate diagnosis code for the CFT
code and that the service is performed within the validity period.

If a family of CPT codes is not listed in this matrx, an exact match is required between the
authorized CPT code and the billed CPT code. If the exact match does not occur, the charge
should be adjudicated accordingly.

Please note: Services rendered in an Emergency Room, Observation Room, Surgery
Center, or Hospital Inpatient setting are not managed by NIA.

(Medicaid and Commercial) is 30 calendar
days from the date of the denial.

Medicare re-opens are not available.

In the event of a denial, providers are asked to
follow the instructions provided in their denial
letter.

Claims Appeals Process

In the event of a prior
authorization or claims payment
denial, providers may appeal the
decision through Tufts Health
Public Plans.

Providers are asked to follow the
Instructions provided in their
denial letter or Explanation of
Benefits (EOB).
